      What We’re Learning Next





Reading:  In reading we will begin to explore answering questions while we read.  Asking question before, during, and after reading a book helps us to comprehend what we are reading.  AKS:  Ask and answer such questions as who, what, where, when, why, and how to demonstrate understanding of key details in a text (CCGPS) (2LA_A2012-1)





Writing:  For the next several weeks we will begin writing personal narratives in our classroom.  AKS:    Write narratives in which they recount a well-elaborated event or short sequence of events, include details to describe actions, thoughts, and feelings, use temporal words to signal event order, and provide a sense of closure (CCGPS) (2LA_D2012-24)


Math: We will continue skip counting this week while using the number line to help us problem solve.  AKS:  Count within 1000; skip-count by 5s, 10s, and 100s (CCGPS) (2MA_B2012-10)


Social Studies:  We will continue our unit on the 5 regions in Georgia.  We will learn about what makes each part of Georgia unique while also practicing our map skills.  Look for a study guide coming home next week.  AKS:  Locate major topographical features of Georgia on a map (GPS) (2SS_C2008-18)
